The
Executive voted in favour of the proposal and, on 16" December, statutory
notices will be published for Settle College to become an 11-19 school from Ist
September 2012. There will then be a period of six weeks (ending in early
February) to allow for further public consultation. The proposal would also see
Year 6 pupils remaining in Primary school prior to transfer to the College and
the closure of Ingleton and Settle Middle Schools. We will update you on
developments via the website as they emerge.

Sixth Form National Student Parliament
Conference

On 23rd November, Settle College
Baccalaureate A-Level group went to
the inaugural Parliamentary National
Student Conference at Parliament.

This turned out to be a
comedian, presenter and political
activist, Mark Thomas. He is well
known for pulling political stunts to
try and prove to the Government how
ridiculous some of their laws are. He
had a completely different view of
politics to the previous politicians and,
with a refreshing bluntness, told us
that if we wanted to change the law
we had to do it for ourselves.

The next session was about the media
and politics. On the panel were Nick
Leicester, a journalist, Ben Bradshaw
MP and former Minister for Culture,
and David Cowley, the BBC Political
Editor. The several hundred students
in the hall were asked to pitch
questions to the panel.

Questions were asked about the
influence of social networking
sites, the press and its ability to
change opinions on politics. It was
generally very interesting and the
panel were overloaded with
questions.

After lunch, we had a session
called ‘Show Me The Money’.
We were actively involved in this
and we had to decide, if we were
in Government, how we would
spend the budget. We were mixed
with other schools, who were a lot
less tired than ourselves, but
overall the session went well.

Closing the day was Labour MP
for Tottenham and former Minister
for Universities, David Lammy.
Subjects running throughout the
day had been the Coalition
Government and the plan for
raising tuition fees. These subjects
were once again debated and he
gave the Labour Party’s, and his
personal views, on these subjects.

Overall the day was a success and
it increased our knowledge about
Parliament and roles within the
Government. We returned to

Settle around ten o’clock, half
asleep and ready for bed. Thanks
very much to Mr Bentley who
kindly agreed to accompany the
group with Mr Beer down to
London.

" was sat in the Drawing Room at
Armourers Hall on Monday 6th
December, thinking how surreal the last
week had been.

The Armourers Hall had
been built on that very site in 1346 and
had survived narrowly, (the adjacent
properties all perished) the Great Fire
of London. After being redesigned in
1839, it also miraculously escaped the
Blitz bombings.  Their heritage is
extraordinary and we were given a tour
of the building to finish. Reflecting on
my good fortune - I'd say that to get any
award or scholarship, you have to put in
some hard work to dig around and find
it; because they won't come to you and
its amazing how much free money,
there is out there - if you're willing to
look for it!"
