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On 26th and 27th April, Settle College was 

inspected by OfSTED.

The exam season is now underway and students 

in Years 10, 11, 12, 13 are sitting examinations 

over the summer period.  All students have an 

exam timetable and parents should also have a 

copy.  Some exams start at 1:00pm so that 

students can catch buses at the end of the day, so 

please ensure that your son/daughter has checked 

the exam timetable carefully.  Please find below a 

summary of the examination regulations: 

 

Students should not, under any circumstances, 

enter the exam room with i-pods/mobile 

phones or any other electronic device.  These 

should be handed to an invigilator at the start 

of the exam. 

Students are not allowed to communicate with 

other students once in the exam. 

Only clear pencil cases/clear plastic bags can 

be used. 

Students should come prepared with all 

the necessary equipment for the exam or the 

start of the exam is delayed. 

Only BLACK pen can be used. 

Bags must be stored in student lockers and 

should not be left lying about the school or in 

the hall.  Valuables should be stored in lockers 

or not brought into school. 

Full school uniform must be worn in all 

exams. 

Only water is permitted in exam rooms and 

labels must be removed before entry to the 

exam. 

If a student is ill on the day of the exam, 

please contact the school straight away. 

A breach of any exam rules can result in 

disqualification. 

 

Year 11 students have a programme of revision in 

school during the exam period.  We encourage 

Year 11 students to attend these sessions. 

 

Students who have permission to study at home 

can also attend any of the revision classes or 

private study sessions.  There is also  a breakfast 

bar on the morning of most exams where students 

will be given some last minute top tips and free 

breakfast snacks. 

 

The breakfast bar will be open from 8:00 am to 

8:30 am and will take place in the Dining Room.
