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The College enjoyed record success in public examinations this year.  At A’ Level, the pass rate 

was 99.2%.  Despite the difficulties with shortage in university places across the country, our 

students have succeeded in gaining good university places. 

 

At GCSE, 63% of students gained 5 A*-C including English and Maths, making us the joint top 

performing Comprehensive in Craven; an excellent achievement by all. 

 

2011 was the first year in which Years 9 & 10 sat a significant number of GCSEs.  The results 

have been exceptional, with the students proving they are capable of achieving the highest 

grades even though they are taking the courses one or two years earlier than usual: 

 

 Year 9 Year 10 

1+ GCSE at A*-C 83% 97% 

2+ GCSE at A*-C 77% 87% 

3+ GCSE at A*-C 38% 63% 

4+ GCSE at A*-C 10% 25% 

5+ GCSE at A*-C - 1.5%

20mph doesn’t sound much but when 

you are almost touching the ground it feels a lot 

faster!  We finished 19th out of 25 overall and 

won ‘Best Newcomer’ and the ‘Spirit of Green 

Power’ Awards.

following proposals for comment from families within the North Craven community of schools.  Headteachers, 

Governors and the Local Authority are in general agreement with the principles outlined below.

Alternatively, a paper copy of the consultation 

questionnaire can be returned to Mrs K Mullett, Principal’s PA, Settle College, Settle, BD24 OAU to be received no 

later than 12:00 noon on 30th November 2011.  (Paper copy also available at the end of this newsletter for ease of use). 

 

Please note that any change to the school day has to be negotiated with the bus and taxi companies. 

 

The key principles here are: 

1. To create a manageable day for students and staff. 

2. To try to give our students who travel the furthest a slightly later start; at the moment some students leave 

home before 7:00 am. 

3. To create an opportunity for Lower School (Years 7 & 8) students to use the Upper School site as much as is 

realistic to facilitate integration. 

4. To maximize the use of the dining facilities on the Upper School site and keep meal costs down while ensuring 

there is sufficient space for all students to eat comfortably. 

5. To maintain a lunchtime break that is long enough for clubs and activities to take place. 

 

The Lower School will be the current Settle Middle School site and the Upper School will be the current Settle College 

site. While the Years 7 & 8 will have many of their lessons on the Lower School site, they will move to the Upper 

School for Science, Design Technology and Dance lessons, hence the movement time between lessons 1 and 2. 

Currently, we hope to avoid movement between sites between lessons 4 and 5.
