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Independent Learning in 
Further Maths and Maths
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	After each lesson, in addition to completing any work set, a pro-active independent learner would……


· Go back over the lesson content and add any notes, plus complete any extra examples, as necessary to embed your knowledge. 
· Methodically go back over last year’s content, much of this is extended in your current work.  For top grades, you need to embed and utilise your year 12 knowledge in Y13. 
· Respond to written feedback by establishing targets for your next piece of assessed work, plus do corrections or re-do whole tasks. It is fine to re-submit those for an improved mark on your tracker. 
· Organise your folder and workbooks, so they are easy to navigate. 
· Seek out extra sources of independent support for topics you find challenging. This can also involve seeking additional support from the maths team! 
· Familiarise yourself with the formula booklet. Then, if your brain is wired that way, add your own booklet or cards with summaries and/or formulas that occur often, but are not in formula booklet. This could include e.g. Trigonometric Identities, common Integration methods (partial fraction splits, f’(x)/f(x)), graphs of inverse and reciprocal Trig. Functions etc. 
· Do lots of papers (and mark, review worked solutions)…,and then do them again a while later to obtain fluency 
· Listen carefully to your teachers. They often point out during the lesson something that you could continue during your independent study time.
